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This document presents our preliminary plans regarding four sets of indicators distinguished by the age groups for which they will developed and source of the data.  The first three sets of indicators are derived from the U.S. Census 2000 5% public use microdata sample file (PUMS), while the fourth set is derived from the U.S. Census 2000 summary files (SF).  Indicators from PUMS will be developed separately for 1st generation, 2nd generation, and 3rd+ generation children, insofar as sample sizes permit, and for children by detailed country of origin groups for the 1st and 2nd generations, and by detailed race-ethnicity for the 3rd+ generation.

The four sets of indicators pertain to:

(1) Children ages 0-17 and separately for ages 0-2, 3-5, 6-8, 3-8, 9-13, 14-17
(2) Children ages 3-5 only

(3) Youth ages 18-22

(4) Neighborhood circumstances of children ages 0-17

To define the neighborhood context where newcomer and native families live, we first compute characteristics of the whole neighborhood (census tract).  Then we weight each tract by the number of children 0-17 in immigrant or native families in a particular race/ethnic group who live in that neighborhood and average them across all neighborhoods.  The result is a group-specific indicator of the neighborhood environment of the children.  Data limitations prevent us from dividing the children by both immigrant status and age.
